* (b) Advise the public as to whether the school district is in

g compliance with the Resolution



Parcel Tax — How is it tracked?

» Parcel Tax revenues and expenses are
recorded as part of the district's general fund.

+ Activities are tracked separately in the budget
by using a unique set of account numbers.

- Based on the account number string we can
easily identify how the parcel tax money is
being spent.
